Background of Project 
IRCO’s Family and Community Engagement Services (FACES) works with Somali, Vietnamese and Latino parents with children enrolled in Portland Public Schools to help them better understand the U.S. education system and feel more connected to their child's schooling. Parents in the program receive intensive culturally/linguistically specifics services from Family Engagement Specialists. Parents also attend weekly parent groups and monthly workshops on school related topics such as reading report cards, parent/student homework clubs, and parent leadership groups.
Task Description
FACES seeks dedicated and responsible volunteers to help engage parents in their children’s education by tutoring both parents and students in their homes for two hours a week for a minimum of four months. Tutors will work with parents and youth on English vocabulary and also help students with their homework while the parent(s) observes and/or participates.
