Background of Program 
Funded through Multnomah County’s Health Department, IRCO provides multicultural multilingual support services to both mainstream and culturally-diverse families experiencing the birth of their first child.  IRCO provides developmentally-appropriate intensive culturally competent services through individualized home visits, parent education and support, family case management and associated support services, and strong working linkages with other community-based services.  IRCO manages two Healthy Start teams, providing services to over 300 families annually throughout Multnomah County. 

Task Description
As a volunteer English teacher, you will meet one-on-one for 2 hours/ week for 3 months with a parent from the Healthy Start program to increase their English speaking and comprehension abilities. 
Please note: all tutoring is community-based, done either at clients’ homes or at their housing complexes.  As this is largely a self-directed volunteer position, the volunteer will be expected to prepare their own lessons, appropriate to the English level of the client they are matched with.
Volunteer Profile
· Prior English tutoring or teaching experience useful, but not required
· Commitment to working with diverse populations and non-native English speakers
· Ability to commit to volunteering for 3 months

Time Commitment
Volunteers must commit to 2 hours per week of one-on-one teaching for 3 months.  Scheduling and location is flexible for this program and based upon the matching availability of the volunteer and the client and the home location of the client.
Orientation and Training
After the general orientation provided by IRCO’s volunteer coordinator, all potential volunteers must meet with program staff to you will learn more about the goals of the program, the population(s) you will be working with and the specific expectations of you as an ESL teacher.  All volunteers will be provided with on-going support and given access to a large library of English teaching materials
